Also, shrubs like hibiscus or mulber
produce a lot of fibrous roots and also need frequent repotting (maybe every 2 or !
years). My oaks also seem to produce dense roots and also get more frequgnt re-
pots. | usually wait a little longer with junipers and elms. With California junigers,
which have very fragile roots, | wait the longest before the soil is changed. |
youdre not sure, you can | ook for Jr oc

into the root ball to see if the soil is very compacted.

Adequate preparation is very helpful when repotting. Make sure to prepare ghead
